 Being one of Nando Limsin’s closest 
friends in the alumni, I was privileged to 
be one among the first few people to 
know about the coming 4th international 
gathering of Mapúa alumni to be held 
here in Manila, Philippines – Mapúa-
World 2007 . 
 Hernando P. Limsin, Chm’61 , was 
the incumbent president of NAMA in 
2004, when the 3rd MapúaWorld, hosted 
by NAMA British Columbia, Vancouver, 
Canada, Mapúa President Dr. Reynaldo 
B. Vea, who was the Guest of Honor, 
asked him if NAMA (Phil) could possibly 
host the 4th MapúaWorld.

 Gliceria Cabrera – Estrella, 
ChE’75, got elected as NAMA Presi-
dent in 2006 when preparations for 
MapúaWorld ’07 was at its peak.  She 
was automatically enlisted as one of the 
members of the Organizing Committee.  
With only a few months to go ( Glecy 

was inducted as NAMA President in 
July ‘06),  the incumbent president 
managed to make a  ‘dent’ in the or-
ganization.  She was definitely a big 
help in the final leg of the preparations.   
The incumbent NAMA officers were one 
in supporting the upcoming Mapúa-
World big event. 
 John C. Judilla, ME’94 the current 
Director for Mapúa's Alumni Liaison 
Office ( the position that I handled when 
it was ‘created’ for the very first time in 
2002 ) was Dr. Vea’s personal choice to 
assume the position of Over-all Coordi-
nator for the whole event.  He was 
given the full authority to choose his 
people/assistants from among his 
Mapúa peers in the academe.
